1) Within seven days of entry of this order, the Debtor(s) or Debtor(s)' attorney shall (a) serve this 

order on all creditors in the manner provided in Federal Rule of Bankruptcy Procedure 2002 and (b) file a certificate 

of service that service has been effected. 

2) The deadline to file a complaint to determine the dischargeability of any debt under 11 U.S.C. § 

523(a)(6) is [40 days from today’s date].  

3) Absent the filing of a discharge complaint as described above, and upon the determination that the 

Debtor(s) has met the remaining conditions of a hardship discharge, the Clerk shall enter a hardship discharge order.
